While unemployment continues to rise, employers are still hiring. In fact, the NM Dept of Workforce Solutions reported that NM employers hired over 35,000 workers during the first quarter of 2009. Many of these jobs are not advertised through newspapers, employment agencies or websites and can only be accessed by talking directly with the employer or someone with first-hand knowledge of the company. This workshop presents a process to successfully find these jobs through networking, with step-by-step procedures, employer lists, and individualized plans and materials.

We will focus on identifying techniques for job-seekers to find jobs through networking and employment resources. Participants will receive tools and in-depth training, copy ready materials, computer databases, and one-on-one assistance if requested.
